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Sub: Cyclonic Storm “Biparjoy” (pronounced as “Biporjoy”) over Saurashtra & Kutch

The Cyclonic Storm “Biparjoy” (pronounced as “Biporjoy”) over Saurashtra & Kutch
moved nearly northeastwards with a speed of 13 kmph during past 6-hours and lay centered
at 1430 hours IST of today, the 16™ June, 2023 over the same region near latitude 23.9°N

and longitude 70.0°E, about 20 km west of Dholavira and 80 km north-northeast of Bhuj.

It is very likely to move nearly northeastwards and weaken further into a deep

depression over Saurashtra & Kutch around night of today, the 16™ June.

Forecast track and intensity are given below:

Warnings:
(i) Heavy Rainfall warning:

e Light to moderate rainfall at most places with heavy to very heavy rainfall at a few places and
extremely heavy rainfall at isolated places is very likely over Saurashtra & Kutch, isolated heavy
to extremely heavy rainfall is likely over north Gujarat region and south Rajasthan on 16" and over
south Rajasthan & adjoining north Guijarat region on 17" June.

(if) Wind warning:
Northeast Arabian Sea: Squally wind speed reaching 50-60 kmph gusting to 70 kmph is prevailing
and likely to become 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph by 16™ June afternoon.

Adjoining areas of Eastcentral Arabian Sea: Squally wind speed reaching 40-50 kmph gusting to
60 kmph is likely to prevail on 16" June.

Wind warning along & off Saurashtra & Kutch coasts and Gulf of Kutch:

e Gale wind speed reaching 70-80 kmph gusting to 90 kmph is likely to prevail over Kachchh, Gulf
of Kutch and adjoining areas; 60-70 kmph gusting to 80 kmph is likely to prevail over northern
districts of Saurashtra and squally wind speed reaching 50-60 kmph gusting to 70 kmph over
southern districts of Saurashtra during next six hours. It is likely to become squally wind speed
reaching 50-60 kmph gusting to 70 kmph from 16™ June evening till midnight over the above
regions.

e Squally wind speed reaching 45-55 kmph gusting to 65 kmph is prevailing along & off remaining
districts of Saurashtra coast and likely to become 35-45 kmph gusting to 55 kmph by 16" June
evening.

Wind Warning for South Rajasthan

e Squally wind speed reaching 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph is likely over South Rajasthan during
16™ afternoon and becoming 50-60 kmph gusting to 70 kmph during evening to night. It would
decrease thereafter becoming 35-45 kmph gusting to 55 kmph on 17" June.

(iii) Sea condition

High to very rough sea condition is prevailing over northeast Arabian Sea and it is likely to become

rough by 16" June evening and improve thereafter.

Along & off Saurashtra& Kutch coasts:

High to very rough Sea condition is prevailing over the region. It is likely to become rough by 16™
June evening and improve thereafter.

(iv) Damage expected over Kachchh and North Saurashtra districts during next 12 hours:

» Damage to thatched huts.

» Minor damage to power and communication lines due to breaking of branches.
» Major damage to Kutcha and minor damage to Pucca roads.

» Some damage to paddy crops, banana, papaya trees and orchards.

(v) Fishermen Warning & Action Suggested (Kachchh, Devbhumi Dwarka, Porbandar,
Jamnagar, Rajkot, Junagarh and Morbi districts) and for Offshore & Onshore Industries on
16™ June: (Graphics Attached)

» Total suspension of fishing operations over northeast and adjoining eastcentral Arabian Sea.
» Judicious regulation of offshore and onshore activities.



Ports along the west coast of India may take necessary precautions.
Naval base operations may maintain necessary precautions.
Movement in motor boats unsafe.

Judicious regulation of rail and road traffic.

Tourism activities may be regulated over these areas.

People in affected areas to remain indoors.
