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Sub: Deep Depression over Northwest Bay of Bengal crossed coast close to Digha (West
Bengal)

The Deep Depression over Northwest & adjoining Northeast Bay of Bengal moved west-
northwestwards during past 06 hours with a speed of 14 kmph and lay centered at 1730 hrs IST of
today, the 19" August, 2022 over northwest Bay of Bengal near latitude 21.5°N and longitude
88.1°E, about 20 km south of Sagar Islands (West Bengal), 60 km east-southeast of Digha (West
Bengal) and 120 km east of Balasore (Odisha).

Continuing to move west-northwestwards, the system crossed West Bengal and adjoining
North Odisha coasts between Balasore and Sagar Islands, close to Digha during 1900 to 2000
hours IST of today, the 19" August.

It would continue to move west-northwestwards across West Bengal, north Odisha and Jharkhand
towards north Chhattisgarh during next 24 hours and weaken gradually.

Wind:

» Squally wind speed reaching 55-65 kmph gusting to 75 kmph is likely to prevail till
midnight of today over North Bay of Bengal and along & off north Odisha (Balasore,
Bhadrak and adjoining Mayurbhanj Districts) and West Bengal (North & South 24
Parganas, East & West Medinipur and Jhargram Districts) coasts.

> It will gradually decrease becoming 45-55 kmph gusting 65 kmph by 20" morning over
the same region and 35-45 kmph gusting 55 kmph by evening of 20" August.

» Squally wind speed reaching 45-55 gusting to 65 kmph likely along & off remaining
districts of coastal Odisha & West Bengal till morning of 20" and decrease thereafter.

» Strong Winds speed reaching 30-40 kmph gusting to 50 kmph likely to prevail over
interior districts of north Odisha, Gangetic West Bengal and adjoining areas of south
Jharkhand from tonight for subsequent 12 hours.

Sea condition:
Sea condition is likely to be rough to very rough over North Bay of Bengal and along & off West
Bengal, Odisha & Bangladesh coasts till 20" August noon and improve gradually thereafter.

o Damage to small trees like Banana, Papaya etc. and near coastal agriculture due to salt
spray. Damage to standing crops and horticulture.

e Localized Flooding of roads, water logging in low lying areas and closure of
underpasses.

e Reduction in visibility due to heavy rainfall.
