The Depression over Southwest & adjoining Southeast Bay of Bengal moved nearly
west-northwestwards with a speed of 13 kmph during past 6 hours and lay centered at 2330
hours IST of 30" January, 2023 over the same region near latitude 8.1°N and longitude
85.3°E, about 455 km east-southeast of Trincomalee (Sri Lanka) and 680 km east-southeast

of Karaikal (India).

It is very likely to move west-northwestwards till evening of 31% January then recurve
gradually west-southwestwards and cross Sri Lanka coast in the forenoon of 01* February

2023.
