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Sub: Depression over north Chhattisgarh & neighbourhood

The Depression over north Chhattisgarh and neighbourhood moved west-
northwestwards with a speed of 17 kmph during past 6 hours and lay centred at 0830 hours
IST of 03" August, 2023 over the same region near latitude 23.5°N and longitude 83.1°E,
about 40 km north-northwest of Ambikapur (Chhattisgarh) and 160 km south-southeast of
Sidhi (East Madhya Pradesh).

It is likely to move west-northwestwards towards northeast Madhya Pradesh and
adjoining southeast Uttar Pradesh and weaken into a Well Marked Low Pressure Area during
next 12 hours.
