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Sub: Extremely Severe Cyclonic Storm “Mocha” (pronounced as “Mokha”) over
Eastcentral Bay of Bengal

The Extremely Severe Cyclonic Storm “Mocha” (pronounced as “Mokha”)
over Eastcentral Bay of Bengal moved nearly northeastwards with a speed of 8 kmph
during past 06 hours and lay centered at 0530 hours IST of today, the 13th May 2023
over the same region near latitude 15.4°N and longitude 89.1°E, about 570 km north-
northwest of Port Blair, 730 km south-southwest of Cox’s Bazar (Bangladesh) and 660
km southwest of Sittwe (Myanmar).

It is very likely to move north-northeastwards and cross southeast Bangladesh
and north Myanmar coasts between Cox’s Bazar (Bangladesh) and Kyaukpyu
(Myanmar), close to Sittwe (Myanmar) around noon of 14th May, 2023 as a Very
Severe Cyclonic Storm with maximum sustained wind speed of 150-160 kmph
gusting to 175 kmph.

Southeast Bay of Bengal:

Gale wind speed reaching 115-125 kmph gusting to 145 kmph is prevailing and likely to
continue till early morning of 13th May and decrease thereafter becoming squally wind
speed reaching 55-65 kmph gusting to 75 kmph till 13" May evening.

Gale wind speed reaching 180-190 kmph gusting to 210 kmph is prevailing over the
region and would continue over southeastern sector of the region till 13™ May evening. It
will decrease gradually becoming 100-110 kmph gusting to 120 kmph by 14" May
morning and significantly decrease thereafter.
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« Northeast Bay of Bengal:

Gale wind speed reaching 80-90 kmph gusting to 100 kmph is prevailing and it would
gradually increase becoming 190-200 kmph gusting 220 kmph from 13" evening till 14"
May morning. It is likely to decrease thereafter to 150-160 kmph gusting to 175 kmph at
the time of landfall. It is likely to decrease rapidly after the landfall.

Adjoining areas of Northwest Bay of Bengal:

Gale wind speed reaching 60-70 kmph gusting to 80 kmph is likely to prevail over
southeast sector of the region and 45-55 kmph gusting to 65 kmph over the remaining
areas of northwest Bay of Bengal from 13" May to 14th May forenoon and decrease
gradually thereafter.
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(iii) Sea condition
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Andaman Sea:

Very rough to rough over north Andaman Sea on 13" May.

Southeast Bay of Bengal:

Very rough to rough on 13" May.

< Eastcentral Bay of Bengal:

Phenomenal sea condition is prevailing and would continue till 14™ May morning. It will
improve gradually thereafter.

Adjoining areas of Westcentral Bay of Bengal:

Phenomenal sea condition is prevailing and would continue till 13" May evening. It will
gradually improve thereafter.

Northeast Bay of Bengal:

Very rough to high is lekely till 13" May evening and very high to phenomenal till 14™
May afternoon.

% Adjoining areas of Northwest Bay of Bengal:

Rough to very rough during 13"14"™ May.
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(iv) Fishermen Warning (warning graphics enclosed)
