The Cyclonic Storm “ASNA” (pronounced as As-Na) over northeast Arabian Sea off
Kachchh and adjoining Pakistan moved westwards with a speed of 17 kmph during past 6
hours and lay centered at 1730 hours IST of 30" August, 2024 over the same region near
latitude 23.5°N and longitude 67.2°E, 170 km west of Naliya (Gujarat),160 km south of Karachi
(Pakistan) and 430km east-southeast of Pasni (Pakistan)

It is likely to continue to move nearly west-northwestwards over northeast Arabian Sea away
from Indian coast during next 24 hours and west-southwest wards subsequently.

August, 2024.

It is likely to move further west-northwestwards towards north Andhra Pradesh and adjoining south
Odisha coasts, intensify into a depression over westcentral and adjoining northwest Bay of Bengal
during next 36 hours.
