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Sub: Deep Depression over Gangetic West Bengal

The deep depression over Gangetic West Bengal moved slowly northwestward with a speed of 3
Kmph during past 6 hours and lay centered at 2330 hours IST of yesterday, the 15" September
2024, over the same region near latitude 22.9° N and longitude 87.1° E, 50 km south of Bankura
(West Bengal), 90 km east of Jamshedpur (Jharkhand) and 190 km east-southeast of Ranchi
(Jharkhand).

It is likely to move slowly west-northwestwards across Gangetic West Bengal and weaken into a
depression during next 12 hours. Thereafter, it will continue to move west-northwestwards across
Jharkhand and North Chhattisgarh during subsequent 24 hours.

The deep depression is under continuous surveillance by the Doppler Weather Radar at Kolkata.

Mizoram & Tripura: Light to moderate rainfall at most places is very likely with isolated heavy
rainfall on 16" September.

16™ September. Thereafter, it is likely to become 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph till evening of
16" September and decrease further.

Squally wind speed reaching 50-60 kmph gusting to 70 kmph is likely to prevail over Gangetic
West Bengal and adjoining Jharkhand & north Odisha till morning of 16" September, decrease
gradually becoming 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph likely over Jharkhand and adjoining
Gangetic West Bengal & north Odisha till evening of 16" September and decrease thereafter.

(iv) Sea Condition:

Rough to very rough sea condition is very likely to prevail over north Bay of Bengal and along &
off West Bengal-Odisha coasts till morning of 16" September.

Subsequently, Rough Sea condition is likely to prevail over north Bay of Bengal and along & off
West Bengal-Odisha coasts from morning of 16" September and improve thereafter.

(iv) Fishermen Warning:

Fishermen are advised not to venture into north Bay of Bengal and along & off Bangladesh, West
Bengal, and Odisha coasts till 16" September.

Impact Expected (Gangetic West Bengal, North Odisha, South Bihar, Jharkhand, North
Chhattisgarh due to heavy rainfall and strong winds)

v" Localized Flooding of roads, water logging in low lying areas and closure of underpasses
mainly in urban areas of the above region.

v" Occasional reduction in visibility due to heavy rainfall.

v' Disruption of traffic in major cities and roadways due to water logging in roads and poor
visibility due to heavy rain leading to increased travel time and incidents

v" Likely disruption of marine and inland water transportation like small boats and trawlers.

Avoid going to areas that face the water logging problems often.
