Yesterday’s well-marked low-pressure area over Northwest Bay of Bengal off Odisha coast
concentrated into a depression and lay centred at 0530 hours IST of today, the 29" May 2025 over
northwest Bay of Bengal off West Bengal — Bangladesh coasts near latitude 20.8° N and longitude
88.4° E, about 100 km south-southeast of Sagar Island, 130 km southeast of Digha, 190 km east-
northeast of Paradip and 210 km west-southwest of Khepupara (Bangladesh).

Itis likely to move slowly northwards and cross West Bengal — Bangladesh coasts between Sagar
Island and Khepupara (Bangladesh) by afternoon of today, the 29" May, 2025
