TIME OF ISSUE: 1925 HOURS IST          DATED: 26.05.2021 
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Sub: Severe Cyclonic Storm „Yaas‟ (pronounced as „Yass‟) over northeast Odisha, 
weakened into a Cyclonic Storm over north Odisha.  

 

 The Severe Cyclonic Storm „Yaas‟ (pronounced as „Yass‟) over northeast Odisha 
moved northwestwards with a speed of about 10 kmph during past 6 hours, weakened into a 
Cyclonic Storm and lay centred at 1730 hrs IST of today, the 26th May, 2021 over north 
Odisha, near latitude 21.8°N and longitude 86.5°E, about 55 km west-northwest of Balasore 
(Odisha) and 30 km west-southwest of Baripada (Odisha). 
 

 The system is very likely to move further northwestwards and weaken into a Deep 
Depression during next 3-4 hours.

(i) Rainfall:   
 
Odisha: Light to moderate rainfall at most places with heavy to very heavy rainfall and extremely heavy 
rainfall (≥ 20 cm) at isolated places in Mayurbhanj, Keonjhargarh, Dhenkanal, Jajpur,Deogarh, 
Sundergarh and Angul and isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall over Balasore, Bhadrak, Kendrapara, 
Jagatsinghpur during next 12 hours and heavy falls  at isolated places in extreme north interior Odisha on 
27

th
 May. 
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West Bengal: Light to moderate rainfall at most places with heavy to very heavy rainfall at isolated places 
on 26

th
 May and heavy rain at isolated places on 27

th
 May. 

 
Jharkhand: Light to moderate rainfall at most places with heavy to very heavy rainfall at a few places and 
extremely heavy falls at isolated places on 26

th
 and heavy to very heavy rainfall and extremely heavy 

falls at isolated places 27
th
 May.  

 
Bihar: Light to moderate rainfall at most places with heavy to very heavy rainfall and extremely heavy 
falls at isolated places on 27

th
 May. 

 
(ii) Wind warning: 

 Gale wind speed reaching 60-70 kmph gusting 80 kmph is likely to prevail over Northwest Bay of 
Bengal and along & off north Odisha coast and squally wind speed reaching 50-60 kmph gusting 70 
kmph along & off West Bengal coast during next 3 hours and improve gradually thereafter. 

 Gale wind speed reaching 75-85 kmph gusting 95 kmph would prevail over north interior Districts of 
Odisha and adjoining areas of West Bengal during next 3 hours and decrease gradually thereafter. 

 Gale wind speed reaching 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph would prevail over Puri, Cuttack, Khurda, 
Nayagarh, Dhenkanal and Keonjhargarh districts of Odisha during next 3 hours and decrease 
thereafter. Squally wind speed reaching 55-65 kmph gusting to 75 kmph would prevail over remaining 
interior districts of north Odisha and Bankura, Purulia, Howrah, Hooghly, Nadia & Burdhaman districts 
of West Bengal during next 3 hours and reduce gradually from tonight. 

 Squally wind speed reaching 40-50 kmph gusting 60 kmph is very likely to prevail over south 
Jharkhand during next 3 hours and increase gradually becoming 55-65 kmph gusting to 75 kmph over 
south Jharkhand during 26

th
 night to 27

th
 early morning and decrease thereafter. 

 (iii) Sea condition 

 Sea condition would be very rough to High over northwest Bay of Bengal along & off Odisha–
West Bengal coasts during next 6 hours and improve gradually thereafter. 

(iv) Fishermen Warning 

 The fishermen are advised not to venture into north Bay of Bengal and along & off north Odisha-
West Bengal coasts till 27

th
 morning. 

Damage expected & action suggested for north interior districts of Odisha and interior districts of 

Gangetic West Bengal during next 6 hours: 

 Major damage to thatched houses/ huts. Unattached metal sheets may fly. 

 Minor damage to power and communication lines. 

 Major damage to Kutcha and some damage to Pucca roads. Flooding of escape routes. 

 Breaking of tree branches, uprooting of trees. Damage to banana and papaya trees. Dead limbs 

blown from trees.  

 Judicious regulation of rail and road traffic.  

 People in affected areas to remain indoors.
