Well-marked Low Pressure Area over westcentral & adjoining south Bay of Bengal moved
northeastwards during past 12 hours and lay over the same area at 1730 hrs IST of today,
the 23rd May, 2024.

It is very likely to continue to move northeastwards and concentrate into a Depression over
central parts of Bay of Bengal by morning of 24th May, 2024. Thereafter, it is very likely to
continue to move northeastwards, intensify further into a cyclonic storm over eastcentral Bay
of Bengal by 25th May morning. Subsequently, it would move nearly northwards and reach
near Bangladesh and adjoining West Bengal coasts by 26th May evening as a severe
cyclonic storm.

Gale wind speed reaching 70-80 kmph gusting to 90 kmph is likely over adjoining
central Bay of Bengal from 26" morning for subsequent 24 hours.
