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Sub: Severe Cyclonic Storm ‘ASANI’ over Westcentral and adjoining South Bay of
Bengal

The Severe Cyclonic Storm ‘Asani’ (pronounced as Asani) over Westcentral
and adjoining South Bay of Bengal moved nearly northwestwards with a speed of 16
kmph during past 06 hours and lay centered at 1430 hours IST of today, the 09" May,
over Westcentral Bay of Bengal near latitude 14.5°N and longitude 85.3°E, about 860
km west-northwest of Port Blair (Andaman Islands), 410 km southeast of
Visakhapatnam (Andhra Pradesh) and 590 km south of Puri (Odisha).

It is very likely to move northwestwards till 10" May and reach Westcentral and
adjoining Northwest Bay of Bengal off North Andhra Pradesh & Odisha coasts.
Thereafter, it is very likely to recurve north-northeastwards and move towards
Northwest Bay of Bengal off Odisha coast. It is likely to weaken gradually into a
Cyclonic Storm during next 24 hours.

> 10™ May: Gale wind speed reaching 85-95 kmph gusting to 105 kmph is likely to prevail
around the system center over Westcentral Bay of Bengal from morning. It would gradually
decrease becoming 70-80 kmph gusting to 90 kmph over Westcentral and adjoining
Northwest Bay of Bengal by midnight. Squally wind speed reaching 40-50 kmph gusting to
60 kmph is likely along and off north Andhra Pradesh coast.

» 11™ May: Gale wind speed reaching 65-75 kmph gusting to 85 kmph is likely to prevail over
Westcentral and adjoining northwest Bay of Bengal from morning. It would gradually
decrease becoming 50-60 kmph gusting to 70 kmph over northwest and adjoining
Westcentral Bay of Bengal. Squally wind speed reaching 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph is
likely along and off north Andhra Pradesh and Odisha coasts.

> 12™ May: Squally wind speed reaching 45-55 kmph gusting to 65 kmph is likely to prevail
over northwest Bay of Bengal. It would gradually decrease becoming 40-50 kmph gusting to
60 kmph from noon. Squally wind speed reaching 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph is likely
along and off Odisha and West Bengal coasts.

(iii) Sea condition

e 9™ May: Very High Sea condition is likely to prevail over Westcentral and adjoining South
Bay of Bengal.

e 10" May: Sea condition is likely to be Very High over Westcentral Bay of Bengal and
becoming high from afternoon.




e 11™ May: Sea condition is likely to become high over Northwest and adjoining Westcentral
Bay of Bengal.

e 12™ May: Sea condition is likely to become very rough to rough over Northwest Bay of
Bengal and improve thereafter.

(iv) Fishermen Warning (Graphics enclosed)

« Total suspension of fishing operations over westcentral Bay of Bengal during 9" to 11" and
over northwest Bay of Bengal 10 to 12" May.

¢ Fishermen are advised not to venture into Westcentral and adjoining South Bay of Bengal
on 9" May, into westcentral Bay of Bengal on 9" to11" and into Northwest Bay of Bengal
during 10™to 12" May.

e Fishermen out at sea are advised to return to coast.

(v) Advisory for offshore activities:
e Regulate offshore operations till 12" May.
