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Sub: Deep Depression over north Andaman Sea and adjoining southeast Bay of
Bengal: Pre cyclone watch for Andaman Islands and adjoining sea areas
(Yellow Message)

The Deep Depression over north Andaman Sea and adjoining southeast Bay
of Bengal, moved nearly northwards with a speed of 20 kmph during last 06 hours,
and lay centered at 0830 hours IST of today, 21%' March, over the same region, near
latitude 12.3°N and longitude 93.8°E, about 140 km east-northeast of Port Blair
(Andaman Islands), 120 km southeast of Mayabundar (Andaman Islands) and 560
km south-southwest of Yangon (Myanmar).

It is likely to intensify further into a cyclonic storm during next 12 hrs. It would
continue to move nearly northwards along & off Andaman Islands towards Myanmar
coast during next 48 hrs and cross Myanmar coast between latitude 18°N & 19°N
around Thandwe (Myanmar) during early hours of 23' March.

Forecast track and intensity are given in the following table:

Squally wind speed reaching 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph is
likely to prevail over north Andaman Islands and adjoining southeast Bay of
Bengal, northeast Bay of Bengal and along & off southeast Bangladesh coast.
23" March: Squally wind speed reaching 40-50 kmph gusting to 60 kmph is likely
to prevail over eastcentral Bay of Bengal, adjoining northeast Bay of Bengal and
along & off north Myanmar - southeast Bangladesh coasts till evening.

21°' March: Sea condition is very likely to remain very rough till evening and
become very rough to high thereafter over north Andaman Sea and adjoining
southeast & eastcentral Bay of Bengal.

22" March: Sea condition is very likely to become very rough to high over
eastcentral Bay of Bengal and north Andaman Sea and along & off Myanmar
coast. It would be rough to very rough over adjoining southeast & northeast Bay of
Bengal and along & off southeast Bangladesh coast during the same period.

23" March: Sea condition is very likely to be rough to very rough over eastcentral
Bay of Bengal, North Andaman Sea and adjoining northeast Bay of Bengal &
along & off north Myanmar- southeast Bangladesh coasts till evening.

Regulate air-traffic on 21%' March, 2022.

Check for traffic congestion on your route before leaving for your destination.
Follow any traffic advisories that are issued in this regard.
