BAY OF BENGAL:  
 
UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF THE YESTERDAY’S CYCLONIC CIRCULATION A LOW PRESSURE 
AREA FORMED OVER EAST EQUATORIAL INDIAN OCEAN AND ADJOINING SOUTHEAST BAY 
OF BENGAL AT 0000 UTC OF TODAY, THE 27TH JANUARY 2023, IT LAY OVER SOUTHEAST 
BAY OF BENGAL AND ADJOINING EAST EQUATORIAL INDIAN OCEAN AT 0300 UTC OF 
TODAY, THE 27TH JANUARY, 2023. IT IS VERY LIKELY TO MOVE GRADUALLY WEST-
NORTHWESTWARDS AND BECOME WELL-MARKED LOW PRESSURE AREA DURING NEXT 2 
DAYS. THEREAFTER, IT WOULD CONTINUE TO MOVE WEST-NORTHWESTWARDS, 
INTENSIFY FURTHER INTO A DEPRESSION AROUND 31ST JAN OVER SOUTHWEST BAY OF 
BENGAL AND REACH NEAR SRI LANKA COAST AROUND 1ST FEB 2023. 
  
SCATTERED TO BROKEN LOW AND MEDIUM CLOUDS WITH EMBEDDED INTENSE TO VERY 
INTENSE CONVECTION LAY OVER SOUTH BAY OF BENGAL SOUTH OF LAT 10.0N INDIAN 
OCEAN AND SOUTH ANDAMAN SEA AND MODERATE TO INTENSE CONVECTION LAY OVER 
REST OF SOUTH WESTCENTRAL BAY OF BENGAL.
