Sub: Depression weakened into a well marked low pressure area over north Andaman Sea &
adjoining south Myanmar coast

Brief History:

A low pressure area formed over southeast Bay of Bengal & neighbourhood in the early morning (0530
hours IST) of 31% March, 2021. It lay as a well marked low pressure area over central parts of
Andaman Sea & neighbourhood in the afternoon (1430 hours IST) of 1% April, 2021. It concentrated
into a depression over north Andaman Sea & neighbourhood in the early morning (0530 hours IST) of
today, the 2" April, 2021. The system moved north-northeastwards and maintained it's intensity till 3"
April morning (0830 hours IST).

Current status:

The depression over north Andaman Sea & neighbourhood moved north-northeastwards and
weakened into a well marked low pressure area over north Andaman Sea and adjoining south
Myanmar coast at 1130 hrs IST of today, the 03" April, 2021. It is likely to weaken further into a Low
Pressure Area over the same region during next 12 hours.

Warnings:
(i) Rainfall

Light to moderate rainfall at few places (upto 6 cm) very likely over Andaman & Nicobar Islands during
next 24 hours.

(i)  Wind warning

Squally winds speed reaching 25-35 kmph gusting to 45 kmph very likely over north Andaman Sea
during next 06 hours and decrease thereafter.

(iii) Sea condition

Sea condition will be rough over north Andaman Sea during next 12 hours and improve thereafter.

(iv) Fishermen Warning

The fishermen are advised not to venture into north Andaman Sea owing to the likely prevalence of
occasional squally weather over the region during next 12 hours.

24 hours realised heavy rainfall (2 7 cm) ending at 0830 hours of 3" April:

Light to moderate rainfall occurred at most places with isolated heavy falls over Andaman Islands
during past 24 hours ending at 0830 hrs IST of today, the 3 April 2021.

Port Blair reported 7 cm rainfall during the above period.
