THE WELL MARKED LOW PRESSURE AREA OVER SOUTH COASTAL ANDHRA PRADESH & 
ADJOINING NORTH COASTAL TAMIL NADU PERSISTED OVER THE SAME REGION AND 
ASSOCIATED CYCLONIC CIRCULATION EXTENDED UPTO 5.8 KM ABOVE MEAN SEA LEVEL 
TILTING SOUTHWESTWARDS WITH HEIGHT AT 0300 UTC OF TODAY, THE 17TH OCTOBER, 
2024. IT IS LIKELY TO MOVE WEST-NORTHWESTWARDS AND WEAKEN FURTHER INTO A 
LOW PRESSURE AREA DURING NEXT 06 HOURS. 
 
A FRESH UPPER AIR CYCLONIC CIRCULATION IS VERY LIKELY TO FORM OVER NORTH 
ANDAMAN SEA AROUND 20TH OCTOBER. UNDER ITS INFLUENCE, A LOW PRESSURE 
AREA IS LIKELY TO FORM OVER CENTRAL BAY OF BENGAL AROUND 22ND OCTOBER, 
THEREAFTER, IT IS LIKELY TO MOVE NORTHWESTWARDS AND INTENSIFY FURTHER. 
 
SCATTERED LOW AND MEDIUM CLOUDS WITH EMBEDDED INTENSE TO VERY INTENSE 
CONVECTION LAY OVER SOUTH BAY OF BENGAL AND ANDAMAN SEA (MINIMUM CTT 
MINUS 70-80 DEGREE CELCIUS). SCATTERED LOW AND MEDIUM CLOUDS WITH 
EMBEDDED MODERATE TO INTENSE CONVECTION LAY OVER WESTCENTRAL BAY OF 
BENGAL, GULF OF MARTABAN & TENASSERIM COAST.
